1. Weight categories and number of participants for each country 

European Karate Championship for adults (minimum age for competitors must be 18 years on the day 

of competition) and juniors (J18) (born in 2007 and 2008). 

Two participants per country in each kumite and kata category. Host country has one extra participant 

in each kumite and kata category. 

Adults: 

- Kumite women: -50, 50-54, 54-59, 59-65, +65kg 

- Kumite men: -60, 60-70, 70-80, 80-90, +90kg 

- Kata women 

- Kata men 

- Team kata 

Juniors J18: 

- Kumite girls: -50, 50-55, 55-60, 60-65, +65kg 

- Kumite boys: -60, 60-65, 65-70, 70-75, 75-80, +80kg 

- Kata girls 

- Kata boys 

- Team kata

At the registration and medical control, all participants are requested to present: 

- Medical certificate (English), not older than 3 months. 

- Declaration for participation in the tournament. 

- Parent’s approval form for Juniors. 

- Proof of age (ID or Passport). 

- EKO passport 

- All protectors and Karate-gi according to the rules. 

The organizer will provide helmets for juniors on the kumite competition. 

Strongly recommended 

For non-EU citizens to have a valid health insurance coverage that: 

- Covers expenses in case of emergency treatment and urgent hospitalization (in English) 

- Valid in EU (Hungary) 

For EU citizens and citizens from Iceland, Liechtenstein, Norway, Switzerland and the United Kingdom, 

please bring your European Health Insurance Card.

The championship is held in one day and on 6 tatamis, so many referees are requested. 

The Referee Course is compulsory for referees who apply for new or refresh license. Participation in referee 

uniform. The course ends with a written test. For that you need a smart phone or a computer. The test is in 

English.
